FEAST OF ST. BRIGID — FEBRUARY 1ST

St. Brigid is renowned for her hospitality, almsgiving and care
of the sick. She was born c.454. She founded a monastery in
Kildare with the assistance of Bishop Conleth. She died in 524.
Her cult (should I use veneration or adoration instead of cult)
is widespread not only through Ireland but in several
European lands. St. Brigid’s Cross, in legend used by Brigid to
explain the Christian faith, remains a sign of God’s protection.

St. Brigid'’s Crosses will be blessed at the 10:00am Mass.

PRESENTATION OF THE LORD — FEBRUARY 2ND
Thursday February 1st is the Feast of the Presentation of the
Lord or Candlemas Day. On this day the candles used
throughout the year are blessed.

If you wish to have candles blessed please bring them
along to the 10:00am Mass on Thursday morning.

THE FEAST OF ST. BLAISE — FEBRUARY 3RD

St. Blaise, died 315. Bishop of Sebast, martyred in Armenia.
Tradition states that he was a physician before becoming a
bishop. Since the 8th century he had been venerated as patron
of those who suffer from disease of the throat. The blessing of
St. Blaise is a sign of our faith in God's protection and love for
us and for the sick. Candles, blessed on the memorial of Blaise
or on the Feast of the Presentation of the Lord are used.

The blessing of throats will take place after the 10:00am
Mass on Saturday February 3rd.
